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Welcome to 090!

090 is a Pass/Fail course. To pass this course, you will need to work hard at grammar, vocabulary, reading, writing and multi-media classes. 

The grammar, vocabulary and writing questions in your quizzes and exams will be based on the material studied in your course books.

The readings in the quizzes and exams will be unseen (new), but if you study and develop your reading skills by doing the reading questions in your course books and do the various homework assignments you are given, you will have no problems with any quiz or exam reading.

The multi-media classes will take place one day per week except on mid-term and final review weeks.

There will be 5 quizzes plus a multi-media project at the last two weeks of the course. There will be a quiz after each reading unit – about every 2 weeks. Each quiz will test you on the grammar that you have studied since the last quiz, ALL of the vocabulary studied from the first day of the course, a Reading on the same topic as the last one in NorthStar and a Writing question (Quizzes 2,3,4 and 5).

There will be a Mid-term Exam after the 3rd quiz and it will test all the reading, grammar and vocabulary covered in the first half of term. The Mid-term Exam will test all of the grammar you have studied in Azar (not NorthStar) to that time. It will also test descriptive paragraph writing.

There will be a Final Exam at the end of the course. This will test ALL of the vocabulary from the 5 NorthStar units studied during the course. The grammar in the Final Exam will be from units in Azar studied after the Midterm Exam. There will also be essay writing and a reading in this exam.
